VCM1000002fd17898RCRD:  

 "A plug by itself is not an acceptable repair.  

The proper repair of a punctured tire requires a plug for the hole 

and a patch for the area inside the tire that surrounds the puncture 

hole. The repair material used - for example, a “combination 

patch and plug” repair - must seal the inner liner and fill the 

injury to be considered a permanent repair. 

Punctures through the tread can be repaired if they are not too 

large, but punctures to the sidewall should not be repaired. 

Tires must be removed from the rim to be properly inspected 

before being plugged and patched."
